For this effort, he was appointed by the Governor to serve on the CaliforniaVolunteers Commission.  In this role, he also co-leads the commission’s Business Partners program, a network of 50 major businesses working at the forefront of philanthropy and service in the state.
Recently, David served as an advisor on corporate social responsibility at USC’s Annenberg School of Communications.  He also co-founded UNITE LA’s Business Advisory Council, which is focused on creating greater connectivity between the business community and public schools across LA.  He currently leads The Taproot Foundation’s advisory board in LA and also serves on the steering committee for LA Mayor Eric Garcetti’s new Office of Veteran Affairs.  
In 2013, David received the “Outstanding Commissioner of the Year” Award from California Governor Jerry Brown and in September 2014 will receive CaliforniaVolunteers’ Hoffman Prize for distinguished service promoting volunteerism at the local, state, national and global level.  He is frequently asked to speak on issues related to CSR and employee engagement.
Before joining Deloitte, David was Vice President of Coast Federal Bank in Los Angeles, responsible for public, government and community relations, the John Wooden speaking program and all corporate communications for the $11 billion institution.  He graduated with honors from Cal Poly, Pomona, and today lives in Pasadena, California, with his family.
